All Days there will be No Novice Contact Equipment Familiarization.  As of 9/1/06, AKC does not allow it.

CLASSES OFFERED: All levels of Regular and JWW agility, including the Preferred Classes will be offered. A complete set of rules for all classes is available from the American Kennel Club, 5580 Centerview Drive, Suite 200, Raleigh, NC 27606, or from the AKC web site.
