MOVE-UPS: Move-ups after entries close must be submitted in writing so that the Trial Secretary receives them by 
12:00 Noon PDT on Monday March 26th, 2007.  Include dog’s call name, registration number, owner’s name, class you are moving from, and class you are moving to.  Send via postal mail, or email to agilmals@juno.com.  If you do not receive a prompt acknowledgement of your move-up request, please contact the Trial Secretary to make sure that it was received. No phone move ups accepted.

Day-to-day move-ups will be accepted at the trial.  Move-ups must be submitted in writing no later than 30 minutes after the trial ends each day.

CLASSES OFFERED: All levels of Standard agility, JWW and FAST, including the Preferred Classes, will be offered on Friday and Saturday. All levels of Standard agility and JWW, including the Preferred Classes, will be offered on Sunday; FAST is NOT offered on Sunday. Additionally, I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify, defend and save the aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising out of or in consequence of my (our) participation in this event, however such, injuries, death or property damage may be caused, and whether or not the same may have been caused or may be alleged to have been caused by the negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees, agents, or any other persons.
