This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel Club or that 
have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine 
Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds, except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, 
blind or deaf dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental 
performance.

OBSTACLES:   Obstacles shall meet the specifications for obstacles in the current edition of AKC Regulations for Agility 
Trials.   All Days there will be No Novice Contact Equipment Familiarization. 

CLASSES OFFERED: All levels of Regular, JWW, and Fast (Thurs & Friday), and T2B (Thurs & Saturday) agility, 
including the Preferred Classes will be offered. In addition, the International STD class is offered on Saturday and 
International Jww class is offered on Sunday. A complete set of rules for all classes is available from the American Kennel 
Club, 8051 Arco Corporate Drive, Raleigh, NC 27617-3390 , or from the AKC web site.  It is the exhibitor’s responsibility 
to enter their dog in the correct class.  The Trial Secretary cannot make any changes (except  for move-ups as noted) 
after the closing date of the trial .

NOTE: The International Std and JWW classes are open only to dogs that are eligible to compete in BOTH the Excellent

Clear run scores from the 
following International Sweepstakes Classes (ISC) at the ISC jump heights of 14-, 18- and 26-inches may be used to fulfill 
the minimum requirements to enter the World Team Tryouts of 8 Standard/8 Jumpers With Weaves clear runs at a 
minimum rate of speed (YPS).
